The Foundation was launched in 2002 as part of the 150" anniversary of the opening of Victoria
College. It was created to support the ever-changing needs of school life and help sustain the long-
held tradition of providing a high-quality education for all. It plays a vital role in fundraising for capital
projects that allow the school to continue to expand and enhance its facilities to meet the changing
needs of our boys, the school and education in general.

The Foundation is registered as a Jersey Charitable Trust (registration number NPO0882) and is the
hub of our alumni and fundraising network. The funds we raise go towards:

e funding bursaries (our priority)

¢ enhancing our facilities

e supporting our students and staff with additional equipment or activities that enhance their
learning (when not covered by the school's budget)

e maintaining the OIld Victorian alumni network

In the past, the Foundation has raised funds to refurbish the school’s magical, ‘Hogwarts-like’ Great
Hall; build the Le Brocq block of four English classrooms; establish the five House common rooms;
and support prizes, including the Citizenship and Co-curricular Awards, and activities which enhance
our boys’ overall educational experience.

We are perhaps even more proud to be able to make a Victoria College education accessible to
Jersey’s brightest and most talented boys from all walks of life. Currently, 59 boys across both
Victoria College and Victoria College Preparatory School are supported on a range of full to partial
bursaries.

We want to keep supporting these bursaries and extend this support to even more Jersey boys and
their families. Looking forward, we will launch a capital fundraising campaign to enable the expansion
of our bursary support.
