As you move up through the school you will have
more freedom and more responsibility for your own
work. Mastering independent learning is the key

to success in education, so students are expected
to be resourceful, seeking out help if needed

and working unsupervised when they are not in
timetabled lessons. We are still here to help at
every step of the way.

We are hugely proud of our academic outcomes

at Victoria College. In 2025, our Year 11 students
achieved our highest percentage of grades 9-6 (the
equivalent of the old A*-B) in a number of years and
over 95% of all grades were in the 9-4 range. Our
Year 13 students also achieved record high results
in all headline bands. With 100% pass rate and 91%
A*-C, these results put Victoria College in the top
10% for progress in the British Isles.

Alongside A levels, our students can choose to
take an extra qualification that is recommended by
UCAS as extra preparation for university.

For the EPQ, students choose a topic of their choice,
carry out research and either write an extended
essay or create an artefact.

Victoria College offers excellent opportunities
alongside the academic curriculum. If you have a
particular interest in music, sport, languages, drama
or many other areas, then you will find a niche here
to build your skills to the highest level and develop
new talents. All Year 7 boys learn an orchestral
instrument and we have an exceptional programme
of co-curricular activities including: archery, scuba
diving, surfing and golf.

Sport is a particular strength at Victoria College
and our students regularly represent the Island at
football, rugby, cricket and other competitive events.

The Combined Cadet Force (CCF) is a thriving hub
for a wide range of military themed and adventurous
activities including a number of off-island trips.

We have our own shooting range and many of our
marksmen compete in national competitions with
great success.

Wellbeing and resilience are an important part of
education for everyone. We know that young people
learn best when they feel happy and secure. Each
boy has a tutor within the school’s House structure
who will be their guide in pastoral and personal
issues. In turn, boys can train as Peer Mentors to
offer support to younger students in the school.

Alongside academic lessons, Victoria College aims to
enrich the lives of all our students. Before, during and

after school there are a range of activities in a variety
of cerebral, sporting and creative disciplines on offer.

In addition, students in Years 7 & 8 follow an
enrichment programme that encompasses first aid,
oracy, stop motion animation, study skills, information
technology literacy as well as additional creative
subjects.

From Year 9, students begin their Duke of Edinburgh’s
Bronze Award with many going on to complete Silver
and Gold. In the Sixth Form, students take part in

a series of formal electives, incorporated into their
weekly timetable to include, but not limited to:
cooking skills, public speaking, Model United Nations,
photography, conversational languages, sustainability
and sports coaching.

Throughout all years, there are also opportunities for
students to represent their House in a wide range

of events and competitions, ranging from drama to
badminton, and from scavenger hunts to art. These all
contribute to the awarding of the annual Challenge
Cup to the most successful of our five Houses.

With such a diverse and extensive co-curricular and
enrichment programme naturally comes a wealth

of leadership opportunities across all year groups.
From Pupil Librarians, Student Councillors and House
Leaders to Prefects, Peer Mentors and senior roles

in the Combined Cadet Force, students grow and
develop key skills and confidence that last a lifetime.
