I ’VE  ALREADY READ THIS
BOOK!

We know we have some fantastic readers who
may have already read some of the
recommended books on the sheet, we ask that if
the book has been read during the current year
group a pupil is in a parent may sign the sheet to
confirm this. We do however encourage pupils to
read a different book by the same author if it was
a book read before the current year group started. 

WHERE CAN I  F IND THESE
BOOKS?

There is a box located in every year group and
the Science classroom with many of the books
on the challenge sheets, there are also some
in the school library and even in the class
libraries. If you can’t locate a book, the school
librarians will be able to help! Of course, you
may have some of these at home already or
take a trip to your local library to find some in
there.

WHAT DO I  DO WHEN I  HAVE
READ 5/10/15 BOOKS?

Once you have read up to an ‘achievement’
landmark and a parent has signed and dated to
confirm this, your class teacher will sign off a
house point for you, if you achieve 10 books you
need to show your teacher then tell a year group
librarian and they will get your bookmark
organised. If you achieve 15 books you will go to
see Mr Pateman for your prize to be present in
assembly.
